What is the benefit of this eating and
drinking? '

These words, “Given and shed for you for
the forgiveness of sins,” show us that in
the Sacrament forgiveness of sins, life,
and salvation are given us through these
words. For where there is forgiveness of
sins, there is also life and salvation.

How can bodily eating and drinking do
such great things?

~ Certainly not just eating and drinking do
these things, but the words written here:
“Given and shed for you for the forgive-
ness of sins.” These words, along with the
bodily eating and drinking, are the main
thing in the Sacrament. Whoever believes
these words has exactly what they say:
“forgiveness of sins.”

Who receives this Sacrament worthily ?
* Fasting and bodily preparation are cer-
tainly fine outward training. But that per-
son is truly worthy and well prepared who
has faith in these words: “Given and shed
for you for the forgiveness of sins.” But
anyone who does not believe these words
or doubts them is unworthy and unpre-
pared, for the words “for you” require all
hearts to believe.

Then, kneeling or standing, repeat the Creed
and the Lord’s Prayer. If you choose, you
may also say this little prayer:

Jesus Christ, Your dear Son, that You have
graciously kept me this day; and I pray
that You would forgive me all my sins
where I have done wrong, and graciously
keep me this night. For into Your hands I
commend myself, my body and soul, and
all things. Let Your holy angel be with
me, that the evil foe may have no power
over me.
