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If anyone thirsts, 
let him come to Jesus, 

and let him drink, 
whoever believes in Him. 
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ALLELUIA! CHRIST IS RISEN! He is risen indeed, alleluia! We use that ancient 
greeting even on this Day of Pentecost, the fiftieth day of the Easter season and 
both an Old Testament and New Testament festival of its own. We are pleased 
that you have come here to receive God’s gift of forgiveness that is offered every 
time we gather around Word and Sacrament. We invite you to return on the 
Sundays after Pentecost, to participate in any of our congregation’s other 
activities, to make Pilgrim your church home! 

AS YOU ARRIVE, please move down the pew towards the wall, in order to leave 
room for others. If you arrive late, please wait for an appropriate time to enter the 
sanctuary, such as during a hymn. Please also remember to turn off your cell 
phones and/or any other electronic devices. Thank you! 

ORDER OF SERVICE: To your right you will find today's order of service. The 
right side of that outline indicates from where the item listed comes: either in this 
bulletin or the hymnal, Lutheran Service Book, with the Psalms towards the front, 
its liturgical pages towards the middle, and its hymns towards the back. The D 
symbol before a hymn stanza indicates that it especially gives glory to the Triune 
God; we stand before singing the stanza and, in most cases, conclude the stanza 
by singing “Amen.”, if an “Amen” is not already included. 

HOLY COMMUNION: At Pilgrim we value your presence among us and love and 
care about our guests and visitors! However, due to the sad divisions that exist in 
the world and even in Christianity, we cannot commune everyone at the Lord's 
Table here. We respectfully ask that guests and visitors who desire to commune 
first speak with the pastor well before the service. All those present but not 
communing still may approach the rail for a blessing: come forward and kneel with 
those who are communing, but fold your arms over your heart and place your 
hands on the opposite shoulders. For more information about the ancient practice 
of Closed Communion, see http://www.pilgrimlc.org/closed-communion. 

INDIVIDUAL CUPS: The top of the tray contains several individual cups of highly-
diluted wine. If you receive the blood of Christ in an individual cup, please be sure 
to wait to consume it until Pastor comes by with the chalice, so that he knows you 
are receiving it in that fashion. If the supply of individual cups is depleted, please 
accept the blood of Christ from the chalice.

LIFE THOUGHTS: The Holy Spirit, like streams of living water (John 37:38), 
flows forth from Christ, just as the blood and water flowed forth from His 
side when He was pierced on the cross. The Spirit brings life. The Spirit 
gives birth to the New Testament Church, which proclaims the message of 
abundant and eternal life in Christ crucified and risen (Acts 2:1-4). The Spirit 
makes us to know God’s ways and teaches us His paths. He leads the 
humble in what is right (Psalm 25:4-5, 9). He enables us to share the Good 
News of Life with those who are troubled or afraid, that they may know that 
they do not face life’s crises alone. As the Spirit rested on Eldad and Medad 
(Numbers 11:26) and rested on the heads of the apostles on the day of 
Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4), so the Holy Spirit emboldens us to be Gospel-
motivated voices for Life in an otherwise dark and frightening world. 

STEWARDSHIP THOUGHTS: “When the day of Pentecost arrived, they 
were all together in one place” (Acts 2:1). Pentecost first was an Old 
Testament harvest festival, taking place around the time when the wheat 
and oats were ready to be brought in. This festival was an image and 
foreshadowing of the great harvest of humankind that God carries out 
through the preaching of His Word and administration of His Sacraments. 
God gives the seed, and God brings about the harvest. From first to last, in 
things temporal and things eternal, God gives first, and our giving follows. 

AS YOU DEPART, please be mindful of those who are ushered out behind 
you, who may have difficulty standing and waiting, and so who may need 
an open path to the door and to get to their cars quickly.  If you stop to talk 
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to someone in the Sanctuary, please keep the aisle as clear as possible 
and please delay lengthier conversations with the pastor until after he has 
greeted everyone. Thank you for your consideration!
